	MAYA  - A charity performance in aid of CINI UK



MAYA, a musical, which combines classical and contemporary dance forms, eastern and western music, vibrant drama and imaginative lighting effects, will be performed at The Bloomsbury Theatre on 1st July at 7pm. 

The production centres on a thought provoking, life affirming love story.  Maya and Anita are best friends.  Maya is a dreamer, Anita has her feet firmly on the ground.  Maya finds herself swept up in a whirlwind romance with artist Raj.  She dreams about spending a rosy future with him, their destiny’s eternally intertwined.  But then she finds out that Raj has a mental illness.  She can not come to terms with the idea and becomes disillusioned about the relationship.  Anita is surprised at her friend’s reaction and asks… “who is normal?”

The musical is the artistic brainchild of Dr Amit Biswas, by day psychiatrist, and by night writer and dance director.  In this production he challenges our assumptions about mental health and highlights the importance of not reducing people to diagnostic labels.
The key themes of the production are highlighted using the poetic songs by Bengali cultural icon, Rabindranath Tagore, showing their relevance to our lives in the 21st century.  Amit Roy of Eastern Eye said of the highly successful performance of MAYA at the Bloomsbury Theatre in 2003 that it was the most imaginative use of Tagore songs that he had ever seen.

The innovative mix of forms of dance, drama, musical and visual effects in this production make it a real feast for the senses.  All funds raised will go to CINI UK’s work to bring about sustainable improvement in the quality of life of poor women and children in India.  Early booking is recommended.
