	      Organising an event in aid of CINI




At the moment CINI lacks the staff time or budget for undertaking our own community fundraising events.  We are however delighted if fundraising groups, committees, or other individuals are prepared to organise events on our behalf.


Useful contacts

CINI is able to contribute contacts which may help you secure:


Free venues: 

We should be able to get the following venues for free: Nehru Centre in Mayfair, The Bhavan in High Street Kensington, a room at Ashurst in Liverpool Street, or possibly even a small drinks reception at the House of Lords or in the Middle Temple hall (if the event organisers are able to cover the cost of wine, which must be purchased from the venues).  

Free drinks: 

For events at all the other venues listed, it may be possible to get wine for free from Bilimoria Wines.  It is often also often possible to get free drinks (alcoholic and non alcoholic) from the main supermarkets for charity events.

Raffle prizes / auction lots: 

There is a good chance that we can secure dinner for two at a top Indian restaurant, reflexology or beauty treatments, or a cruise for the family on the Thames with City Cruises.  However, we need to make raffle prizes proportionate to the sums we are likely to be able to raise, and ration them so we don't use them all up on one event.

Access to volunteer designers: 

We can help volunteer event organisers access volunteer designers who may be able to help with poster design.

Attendees: 

CINI has a limited individuals supporter base at this point, probably just about 500 - 1,000 active supporters nationwide.  However, we are happy to email those in the area of the event in order to encourage them to attend.

How to make the most of your event:

The CINI staff team should be kept informed of new individual supporters, corporate supporters or access to new free resources won through events, as this brings additional long-term value to the event, over and above the funds raised.  Successful events should ideally be made annual or biannual in order to build on this successful foundation and provide a reliable source of flexible funding for CINI's work.
